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They could not survive if they lacked nearly all of their unique characteristics, nearly all of which must be in place if the mudskipper is to live a single day. The design of the mudskipper is to facilitate its purposed role on Earth, as are all creatures, including us. And as it is true of our lives so of our deaths. We all have an appointed purpose in this live, and an upcoming appointment in the near future. For, as revealed in Romans 9:27, “it is appointed unto us to die but once, and after that, the judgement”. 

We have this one life, this gift, this one opportunity to agree willingly with and submit ourselves to the mudskipper’s, and our, Designer and Creator. But even a quick study of man’s history shows that we, unlike the mudskipper, have the God-granted decision-making ability to accept or reject God’s authority and provision. 

When we stand before such a person as God, no choice could be available, for then all must see, willing or no, and thus bow before Him. It can only be an act of free will to choose now, accepting His provision for us, to truly become what we were designed to be, Sons and Daughters of God. His provision is the sacrifice and resurrection of Jesus Christ, who Hebrews chapter one, verse two states “was appointed the heir of all things”.
