81 – Creatures-Bombardier2 - b


Last time we were stepping back and taking a look at the marvelous, bombardier Beetle, and its incredibly coordinated, irreducibly complex defense mechanisms. Perfectly mixing caustic materials in twin chambers, perfectly timed and enzyme-controlled reactions are carried out in specialized ways, delivers perfectly to the beetles attacker a boiling hot, pressurized spray. 

Now try to think of this creature evolving. Comments on the subject have been put out by biologists like Dr. Robert Koufal, Dr. Gary Parker, Dr. Duane Gish and Dr. Jobe Martin. Of course, all of this incredibly complex apparatus would be totally useless without a precisely designed and perfectly functional communication system to squirt the charge of chemicals into the combustion tube, secrete the enzymes into the combustion tube, activate the valve at the appropriate moment, and send the correct signals to all of the muscles involved, in order to point the combustion tube in the right direction. Evolutionists would have us believe that all of the hundreds, and most likely thousands, of genes required to direct the construction and operation of all of this arose through a series of copying errors. Furthermore, these complex genetic changes had to occur in just the right order, so that at every stage of development the beetle was not only able to survive but also was actually superior to the preceding stage. Gish writes, “Creation scientists reject this notion as more than scientifically untenable; it is simply preposterous, a fairy tale!” 

Perhaps it would behoove us to take a second look at the authoritative claim, first found in Genesis, chapter 1, that it was God, in His vast wisdom and creativity, that commanded, “Let the Earth bring forth every creeping thing, after its own kind, and it was so.”
